Stanley Bradley      MAGICAL CARD READING

Boost your clairvoyance, intuition and the ability to gain insight into the future thanks to 21 simple cards. 

Predicting is an ability that we all have; it is intuitive telepathy, in my opinion. It can be developed and improved just like any other skill. People are different in the length of time ahead they can predict. Some people can predict future over a 100-year period; some people cannot go past a month. Another difference is that not everybody is capable of prediction at the same time.

The cards can be used by beginners and experts alike. These cards can give anyone a clear answer to any question. To reduce the likelihood of an error (inaccuracy) in interpretation, the number of cards and the ways in which they are drawn has been reduced as much as possible. Another possibility is to ask a question and then visualise the number of the answer through intuition. Each card represents certain, and relatively clear, symbol; it has multiple meanings, and it is up to us which meaning we think of first. Some people’s intuition “works better” in the morning, others can rely on it more in the afternoon or evening. Even these basic questions can be answered thanks to these cards. And just like in any other field, we need to practice to be masters. However, cards are not the most suitable tool for everyone when it comes to the stimulation of clairvoyance. Just like predicting, clairvoyance is a skill, and there are several ways for it to manifest itself. Some people need cards; some people need crystal balls, mirror, water surface, palm of hand, eyes, pendulum, picture etc. Individuals lacking clairvoyance can simply “read” the meaning of the cards that come out.

Individuals capable of clairvoyance (or those who want to practice it) must try to “see” the relations among the cards on the table, as well as the “mental image of the answer”. Cards are spread to form a semi-circle and the same questions can be asked with a pendulum; the pendulum will point at individual cards in lieu of the hard answer. There are many forms of card reading. Everyone can choose the method most suitable for them. The fundamental condition of a good prediction is an appropriately and properly asked question; bad questions produce bad answers. It should be determined in advance who will shuffle the cards – we or the client/subject. It does not really matter; the person more skilled in this area might be the better option, even if they are the client/subject. The same goes for the placing of the cards on the table. If it is done by the person actually making the prediction, they may lay out what they want to lay out on the mental level. The same thing can happen to us. 

The interpretation options (searching for an answer to a basic yes/no question) may include the following: if I go to a soccer game, theatre or store, will I get infected? Is a vaccine necessary for me? If so, how good is the vaccine that I am conpartring? If I do get the vaccine, will it be effective for certain mutation, and how long – three months, six months, one year, two to five years? Will there soon be a better vaccine? Should I wait for this new one? Will vaccination even necessary for me? Can I get it while on holiday? Can I protect myself with a face mask or by boosting my immunity? Will I get better? Will I get married or divorced, will I find a partner? Will I find a better job (good job, partner for a long-lasting relationship); and if not we can use “destiny cards” to predict why we break up, or whether I will succeed in at a job interview or final exam; or whether I get a raise; whether a thing that has happened was “destiny” or my fault or somebody else’s fault etc.. Is anyone trying voodoo on me? Is it effective and can I block it somehow, e.g. by using an amulet? Will I get better based on my doctor’s (healer’s) advice? Is this house, apartment or property a good choice for me? We place three cards; if at least two of them are “plus cards” the answer is YES.
 
The fundamental question before prediction: How capable am I now of predicting future? Three cards are ideal; two and more “plus cards”. It is also possible to use ten cards. We shuffle the deck and spread ten cards. The number of “plus cards” refers to my ability (as percentage) to predict future. In other words, six cards means 60 %, up to ten cards meaning 100 %, i.e. “YES”, anything less means no.

We can also get answer the question “What is currently around us?” If we place three cards, we can see immediately whether we have a higher number of “plus cards” (which means we are okay), or “minus cards” (which means there is a problem). We can ask the cards right away whether the problem has occurred or whether it is on the horizon; as a secondary question, we can ask whether the problem is avoidable.

You can shuffle the cards for as long as you desire. While shuffling we have to keep in our mind the question we will be addressing. We have to use our intuition to decide whether we want the “client” (subject) to shuffle and place the cards. The same shall apply to the order in which the cards shall be taken from the deck, i.e. from the top, from the bottom or somewhere in the middle. Also, we can place the entire deck on the table and pick totally at random.

If one of the cards is Love, we will probably find Love, or we may already have it somewhere near. The second card may clarify what the first is telling us. For example, if the second card is Journey, we may find love on a holiday or business trip. Other cards may provide explanation as to the course of action to be taken. As for “when” it happens, we can find out using the aforementioned process; we shuffle again and “determine the timeframe desired” (e.g. months); we spread ten cards, and the number of “plus cards” says when it is supposed to happen. The “mental timeframe” shall correspond to our findings during the prediction. First of all, we can find out whether it will happen within one year; we spread three cards, and two and more “plus cards” means YES. Also, the cards on the table will tell us whether “anything or anyone” will represent and obstacle etc.). If we want our prediction to cover months, we pick twelve cards and each will represent an individual month.

Some people will spread/read cards over and over, but we have to keep in mind that a change can only occur in 30 days at the earliest. Therefore, it makes no sense to ask the same question more than once a month. That being said, we can also ask the cards when it would make sense to ask the key question again. Should we wish a more detailed answer right away, we can spread other cards “for clarification” which can only stand for “pluses” and “minuses”.

We must not forget that we can affect our “destiny”; in my opinion it is predetermined at only 70%. That being said, we can only change things we are aware of, which is why I believe it is good to know the future. Sometimes we have to try to change the imbalance in the family system, because if our ancestors had caused a problem, we are collectively responsible. We can change that too; for example we can hold a mass for “the healing of family roots”. What we do about it is entirely up to us; so even a vision of a tragedy should not throw us off and se should fight destiny.

The plus and minus signs carry a variety of meanings, which can guide us in the interpretation (based on the Chinese astrology).

Minus – woman, night, odd, right, yin, outpart, up etc.
Plus – man, day, left, down, inpart etc.   
 
For example: who does not wish us well and causes problems and makes our life complicated? We place one card; if it is “plus card” it is a man; if it is a “minus card” it is a woman. Placing selected cards numbers 1., 3., 4., 5., 7., 8. and 9., we can reveal right away who is behind all that: 1.= stranger, 3, friend, 4. mother and her lineage, 5.= father and his lineage, 7. child, 8. partner, 9.= sibling, 12. me. 

An interesting question may read “How am I doing right now?”, should I go for this partnership, relationship; should I end relationship; should I try this lottery; should I address this problem; should I start something new; etc.) and will I be doing fine going forward? Placing one to three cards, it/they will tell us how well we are doing. As a secondary question, we may inquire as to what it will be like in a week, month, year, three years etc.).
 
If the YES-NO answer is what you want, all you have to do is spread three cards; two and more “plus cards” means YES. If the outcome is NO (i.e. more “minus cards”), the cards will hint at what the problem is related to. If cards turn out to be uppart down, it means the opposite, but only if you determine this interpretation in advance! Three-card spread may also cover a period of time: the first card for the present-day situation, the second card for situation in six months and the third card for the situation one year from now. 

Meanings of cards:

1. Enemy (-) – jealousy, envy, anger, hypocrisy; are they imminent? A secondary card is necessary for clarification (+ or –); combined with the Moon: risk from a mentally unstable individual, somebody may apply psychological pressure.
2. Letter (-) – fear; we receive a message that may not be a good one; uncertainty, desire, hope, confusion, unresolved issues; unhappiness in live, indecisiveness, suppression of feelings, imbalance, insecurity, laziness, pessimism; our soul is not in our body.
3. Moon (-) (Creativity) – dark thoughts, risk, mental vampire; combined with Illness: mental disorder; combined with Death: severe mental disorder; with the Devil: ability to use exceptional abilities; with the Eye of God: creative inspiration; combined with the Enemy: you are affecting somebody in a negative way; with the Lover: you give the impression of wanting to affect your partner mentally. Combined with another “plus card” it can mean Sun, which is the opposite of “Moon”.
4. Gift (+) (Priestess) – inheritance, gift, possible inheritance, improved income; combined with Luck: you will receive inheritance, or a big gift; you will get a great job offer. Family system on mother’s part.
5. Money (+) (High Priest) – wealth, opportunity for major financial reward, profit, major business transaction, business talent; combined with Luck: major winnings, interest business transaction; with Joy: promising business. Family system on father’s part.
6. Illness (-) (Hermit) – on its own, it means your illness or illness in your family; if combined with another card, e.g. child, it will mean illness of your child or a child in your family. Combined with Lover: your partner; Illness + Judge: your parent or grandparent will be ill; combined with Gift: employment injury; combined with Journey: card accident or any motor vehicle accident; combined with the Enemy: risk of robbery; combined with Death: more serious illness; combined with the Moon: mental illness, health problems due to exhaustion; combined with any other positive card = family. Combined with any other plus card = healing / getting better.
7. Child (+) (Gift) – depends on the question; if on its own thee will be a new member of your family; new beginning, new opportunity.
8. Love (+) – lover, love; combined with the Eye of God: wedding; with Happiness: big love; with the Enemy: your loved one has someone else too; with Judgment: breakup; with the Fool: your partner does not take your relationship seriously; with Death: dramatic end of the relationship; with the Moon: your partner wants to influence you psychologically. If combined with another minus card, it can mean breakup.
9. Visitor (-) – your soul is not in your body (or the client/subject), energy of the dead; abortion; visit; only a second card will tell whether the visit is going to be pleasant or not (as shown by plus or minus, respectively).
10. Judgment (+-) (Wheel of Fortune) – it will depend on the secondary card for clarification (plus or minus or reversed card) – breakup, divorce, judgment, parents, grandparents; combined with the Eye of God: higher power, your negative actions or thoughts will hunt you down; combined with the Lover: breakup, divorce; combined with the Gift: termination of employment; if combined with another plus card, it means that the court proceeding will have a positive outcome; if combined with Money: good outcome of a business transaction.
11. Devil (-) – VOODOO, magical skills, extraordinary abilities, power, energy, creative energy, good idea; combined with the Lover: great sexual energy, orgy; combined with Happiness: temptation; combined with the Fool: great talent; combined with Money: high game; combined with Death: fate; combined with Money: extraordinary abilities put to good use at work or business; combined with the Eye of God: charismatic personality; combined with the Moon: ability to materialize thoughts; combined with a minus card (Jealousy, Enemy) – extraordinary abilities are used in a negative manner, negative energy; combined with another plus card: energy used in a positive way; combined with a minus card: destructive or self-destructive energy.
12. Eye of God (+) (DESTINY) – great happiness, victory, improvement in all aspects, longevity etc. If drawn as a secondary card, it shall mean great success in what the primary card is related to, but if drawn as a secondary card for a minus card (Death, Enemy, Jealousy), it means a big problem, e.g. with Enemy: risk of robbery, risk of loss of money; with Death: serious accident; with Jealousy: danger coming from partner; with Thief: robbery, car theft risk.
13. Fool (-) – wisdom, improvisation, happiness, optimism; if combined with a negative card – Enemy: you are putting on a show or mask; with Journey: adventure; with the Eye of God: ignoring everything and everyone; with Death: ignorance which may have bad consequences; with the Devil: emotions which must be controlled; with Love: you are not taking your partner seriously; combined with a plus card – positive clarification.
14. Thief (-) – bigger problems; with secondary cards – Lover: breakup; Happiness: do not go forward with planned transactions, games, bets and wagers, transactions etc., risk of loss of money; combination with Gift: break-in and robbery in your household or car; combined with Money: risk of loss of employment; combined with Moon: risk of loss of intellectual property, work, idea…
15. Loyalty (+) – positive things, good, loyal person, reliability, certainty in relationship, good-heartedness; combined with Gift: positive future at work; with Moon: over-sensitivity; with Lover: loyal partner, recovery of lost relationship, calm.
16. Desire (+) – fulfilled desire, message; combined with Gift: job offer; with Money: business transaction offer; with the Fool: good news; with death: bad news; with Lover: proposal, love letter; with Journey: invitation to a social event, journey, vacation; if combined with another plus card, it means that your desires will be fulfilled.
17. Journey (+) – travel(ling); combined with a “plus card”: successful journey; combined with a “minus card”: unsuccessful journey; combined with the Gift: successful business trip; combined with Money: successful business trip with future profits; combined with the Lover: you will meet your future partner on a holiday, while travelling, anywhere outpart home town; combined with Happiness: you will encounter something or someone interesting while on holiday; combined with the Eye of God: do travel, because you will encounter something exceptional; combined with Death: dangers during the journey or holiday; combined with Illness: problems during the journey or holiday, unsuccessful business trip; combined with the Moon: spiritual discovery.
18. Death (-) – death, loss, defeat, downfall, rebirth, danger, breakup; combined with a secondary plus card it means “restart”, or a good start; combined with a “minus card” it means the end of an era; further interpretation (“Destiny” card) will reveal who the problem is related to: with the Enemy: somebody does not want your happiness, health, success or life; with the Journey: you are at risk of being in a serious car (motor vehicle) accident.
19. Jealousy (-) – you are jealous; combined with the Lover: your partner/lover is jealous; combined with the Enemy: problems caused by envy and bad-mouthing; combined with the Gift: problems at work, bad-mouthing; combined with Money: problems in business activity, competition; combined with Desire: dependence.
20. Joy (+) – happiness, successful achievement of work-related goal; you will achieve what you want; the work in progress will be completed; combined with the Gift: work opportunity; combined with Money: business opportunity.
21. Happiness (+) – chance of winning or love or raise; Sun; do what you wish, because you will be successful; with clarification via a secondary card as to what happiness may pertain; combined with the Gift: you will get a great job offer; with Money: major winnings; with Desire: luck moves in mysterious ways, sometimes you are up, sometimes you are down; risk; with Death: a sudden change may occur; with Thief: it is necessary to watch for luck and make sure we do not lose it, it is not easy to hold on to it; with Jealousy: somebody close to us does not want our happiness, we have to fight for it.

DESTINY-related card reading: cards numbered 1 to 13 must be taken from the deck, as in the case of other types of predictions where thirteen possible answers exist. A key aspect is that a clear question must be asked, e.g. Why was I born? Why was my first/second child born? Why did I have this injury? What aspects played a role in meeting my partner? If it was destiny (not necessarily ours, but somebody else’s), one of the cards will be a “destiny card”, of which there are six. Other variants are not “fateful”. 
Someone else’s destiny – number 3, partner – number 8, our child – number 7, our own – number 12, our mother – number 4 (or her lineage on the women’s part), our father –  number 5 (or his lineage on the men’s part).
 
Other possible questions may include: Why is my child handicapped (as to why my partner’s child is handicapped is a different question)? Why (a certain person) has died, why did he/she leave me, is he/she coming back, why can’t I have children, or my partner etc.

If we decide in advance, prior to reading, that an reversed card will also mean the reversed answer, it shall be so. We can also ask whether the time has already come for us to change our destiny. Where the result of our reading is that no, the time has not come, we can ask again – whether the right time to change our “destiny” will be in six months, one year and so on.

Meaning of “destiny cards”. Draw 13 cards numbered 1 through 13.

Card number 1 = envy, hate, anger, enemy – this shows what or what has caused the consequences you are asking about. Further reading can help you find out what kind of person it was: card number 3 = stranger; card number 4 = somebody on mother’s part, or mother’s lineage (grandmother, great-grandmother...); card number 5 = on father’s part, or father’s lineage (grandfather, great-grandfather…); card number 8 = stranger on the partner’s part (1) (or possible ex-partner’s (2)).
Card number 2 = fear, anxiety, soul not being in our body (we are “absent-minded”) and therefore we are unable to have everything around us under control.
Card number 3 = DESTINY of a stranger.
Card number 4 = DESTINY on mother’s part. There are several options here as well, such as mother, grandmother, great-grandmother or other female element. Should you need a more detailed answer, another card must be drawn (as always, 13 means “other”): number 1 = mother; number 2 = grandmother, number 3 = great-grandmother, number 4 = other female members within the lineage.
Card number 5 = DESTINY on father’s part. There are several options here as well, such as father, grandfather, great-grandfather, or other male element. Should you need a more detailed answer, another card must be drawn (as always, 13 means “other”): number 1 = father, number 2 = grandfather, number 3 = great-grandfather, number 4 = other male members within the lineage.
Card number 6 = fault on our part; we are naïve, lacking business talent, we act like babies.
Card number 7 = DESTINY on child’s part (1), future child (2), sibling (3), abortion (4). In this case, the key is the ability to distinguish whether it is option number 1, option number 2, option number 3, option number 4, or option number 5 (“other” – e.g. stepchild).
Card number 8 = DESTINY on the part of partner (1), or ex-partner (2). We must remember that upon the foundation of a new family system (conception, wedding) we are connected with the ex, whether we like it or not, at least until the child is adult. Everything “new” takes precedence over everything “old”. Unfortunately, my experience is telling me that some partners cannot accept and cope with the breakup and they keep trying causing harm to their exes, sometimes for the rest of their life. We can call it “detrimental negative influence” similar to voodoo.
Card number 9 = our illness, i.e. the cause of what the question pertained to was our own illness, be it physical (1) or mental (2) illness. People with mental illnesses may be unable to accept the problem. Unfortunately, many people lost everything due to their illness.
Card number 10 = our fault. It can be either conscious and known (1) or caused by carelessness (2).
Card number 11 = voodoo. If this card comes up; secondary reading may be necessary to find out more about the origins of this problem: card number 3 = stranger; card number 4 = mother or her lineage (grandmother, great-grandmother etc.); card number 5 = father or his lineage (grandfather, great-grandfather); card number 7 = our child, sibling or abortion; card number 8 = partner (number 1 = current; number 2 = ex).
If card number 12 (DESTINY) appears no further reading and interpretation is necessary, because this is a determined situation, it was, is or will be our “destiny”. It was not a coincidence and what happened was our destiny! If you decide in advance, prior to reading, that a reversed card will also mean the opposite answer, it shall be so. It makes sense to ask whether “destiny” can be changed.
Card number 13 = The Fool. It can mean that you are not supposed to know the result or the time has not come yet for you to have the answer, or you might not be in the proper “mood” to be told the result. If you want to know which it is, take cards number 13, 1, 2 and 3, shuffle them and draw one: number 13 means “other” – the question was not asked appropriately; card number 1 = you are indeed not supposed to know the answer; card number 2 = this is not a good time, ask later, no earlier than one month from now; card number 3 = you have to compose yourself first, before you can know the answer.

Other possible meanings and use of cards:
Whether or not a car appears face down is important. It must be prepared as such and, during shuffling, cards must be shuffled in such a manner so as to enable them to turn uppart down. We can either divide the deck into two piles and turn one pile uppart down, or we can spread them around on the table and shuffle them in a circular motion and then draw the cards one by one.

1. Envy, anger, jealousy, Moon.
Obscurity, darkness, Moon, deception, gloom, intrigues, bad influence, insincerity, infatuation, extortion, mental problems, moodiness, mistake. 
Reversed position:
Feelings, over-sensitivity, inspiration, artistic tendencies, love, romantic daydreaming, learning the truth, overcoming negative influences, intuition.
2. Fear, anxiety.
Chaos, limits, bind, inability to move, pride, anger, waste of energy, weakness, worries, problems, unrest, lack of self-confidence.
Reversed position:
Strength, power, intelligence, enthusiasm, efforts, healing, bravery, liberation, defiance, energy.
3. Mass destiny factor, other people’s destiny.
Highest fulfilment, freedom, change, success, perfection, synthesis, fame, appreciation, ecstasy, harmony, Sun, Moon.
Reversed position:
Moon, imperfection, disappointment, animosity, failure, self-pity, lack of ability.
4. Destiny on mother’s part – family system on the part of women. 
Growth, fertility, reproduction, transformation, activeness, plenty, female element, guide, decisiveness, female principle, charity, queen, monarch.
Reversed position:
Excuses, parsimony, bickering, animosity, adultery, vanity, bothering, talkativeness, bad upbringing, unstable love.
5. Destiny on the part of father – family system on the part of men 
Power, making things happen, self-control, self-containment, stability, fatherhood aspects. Male element, power, protector, stability, kind, monarch, authority.
Reversed position:
Stubbornness, tyranny, warrior, abuse of power, weak will, risk, failure.
6. Fault. 
Casualness, light-heartedness, carelessness, idealism, foolery, mindedness, uncertainty, lack of discipline, youthful indiscretion.
Reversed position:
Bad choice, indulgence, madness, hesitation, unwise decisions, negation, exhibitionism.
7. Destiny on the part of child (future child / abortion) 
Problems caused by carelessness, need for change, transformation, defeat, loss, new situation, absence of flexibility, ignorance, risk of injury, destiny.
Reversed position:
Competitiveness, cleverness, ability to learn new things, transformation, health, effort.
8. Destiny on the part of partner, including exes. High Priestess in tarot. 
Intuitive wisdom, mystery, enlightenment, empathy, obligation, meditation, faith, conception.
Reversed position:
Lack of emotions, inability to share, impatience, latent illness, laziness. On partner’s part (High Priest). Inspiration, qualified advice, goodness, spiritual skills, kindness, law, compassion, forgiveness, religion, philosophy, dedication.
Reversed position:
Bad advice, reversed of wisdom, superstition, intolerance, inability to change.
9. Illness – physical and mental. 
Sacrifice, test, suggestion, need for change, illness, thief, traitor, stagnation, apathy, boredom, magic, descent into underworld, stiffness, strong external influence.
Reversed position:
Lack of concentration, restlessness, attempt to change destiny through will, unrequited love, pointless sacrifice, unfulfilled promises.
10. Failure/fault.
Recklessness, attempt to change destiny; change, transformation, climax, fate, action and reaction, fateful crossroads, change of destiny, fatal relationship, influence of destiny on everything, climax.
Reversed position:
Failure, bad luck, uncertainty, risk, adventure.
11. Voodoo.
Much desired reward or revenge. Warning, fatefulness, forbidden secret, illness, orgy, lust, violence, slavery, perversion, magic, chaos, addiction, corruption, insincerity, source of energy.
Reversed position:
Resolved problem, elimination of negative influences, enlightenment, poison, sexuality under control, ability, energy.
12. Destiny. 
Situation that cannot be changed or reversed, too late for everything. Decision of higher authority, changes, transformation, beginning of new era, end of suffering, balance, justice, law, harmony, order, re-birth, glory, judgment day.
Reversed position:
Animosity, chaos, injustice, suffering, loss, illness, injury, death, time. Reckoning, divorce, breakup, sticking to old things.
13. The Fool.
Spring, youth, self-confidence, creative originality, diplomatic skills, ability to influence others, power, will, inventiveness, business talent, fast thinking.
Reversed position:
Abuse of power, abuse of abilities, intrigues, stealing, corruption, manipulation, clumsiness, careerism.

Where we should live, where we should go on holiday, where we can live to be 100, where we can avoid fate etc.

You can find out where you should live, where to go on holiday or where you should work.
1. Asia, 2. Europe – west, 3. Europe – south, 4. Canada, 5. USA, 6. Mexico, 7. South America, 8. Africa, 9. Japan, 10. islands of Central America, 11. Iceland, 12. other islands, 13. other option not referred to above (you can write down a list of countries you would be interested in).

Materials for amulet, talisman or pendulum:
1. Iron, 2. Gold, 3. Silver, 4. Bronze, Brass, 6. Glass, 7. Steel, 8. Wood, 9. Platinum, 10. Clay (plastic), 11. Leather, 12. Crystal, 13. Other option not referred to above.

Colours of amulets (alternatively, we can ask which colours are suitable or unsuitable for us):
1. White 2. Clear 3. Black 4. Red 5. Pink 6. Purple 7. Brown 8. Gold 9. Orange 10. Yellow 11. Green 12. Blue 13. Other.

Where and how we can win: (you can write down a list of possible scenarios).
1. We cannot win; 2. Horse racing; 3. Sports betting; 4. Consumer goods lottery; 5. Bowling, 6. Card games; 7. Golf, 8. Sportka lottery – random numbers; 9. Casino; 10. Sportka lottery – my numbers; 11. Chess; 12. Scratch card; 13. Other (not listed).

What is the most important thing for me to do to change my destiny? (now, within one month or one year – the timeframe must be stated before the question is asked, otherwise it shall apply to “now” or “as soon as possible” or in general). It is possible to lay out more cards, but I recommend three, as mostly changes must be made in several areas, and I believe in the number THREE.

The answers below can provide answer to what a certain gift, image, partner, place etc. can mean to us. We can ask about the positive things that can come out of a gift from girlfriend, new apartment, house or job. What prevents me from achieving happiness? It is possible to ask many unanswered questions from other areas, e.g.: What do I have to do to make sure my business runs smoother, to be more successful in relationships, in life… to live long and to organise my life altogether (R. K.= Rodinné konstelace/ Family constellations)

1. Listen to intuition, not the brain.
2. Start enjoying life (R. K.).
3. Get rid of negative thoughts, find self-confidence.
4. Work hard, make money, focus on work (R. K.).
5. Make your ideas come true.
6. Make a change in terms of relationship.
7. Make a change in terms of profession.
8. Stop solving a problem; get rid of everything you hold on to so tight (R. K).
9. Forgive everyone, including oneself, stop the self-blame (R. K.).
10. Get rid of fear and anxiety (R. K.).
11. Start taking care of your body and soul.
12. Get to know parents and the family system, and therefore learn about yourself and find yourself. (Rodinné konstelace (“Family constellations”)).
13. Other.

What has destiny prepared for me – it is necessary to define timeframe – today, tomorrow, within one week, within one year etc.). Also included in this section is a question what a dream could have meant; and if one is afraid of something, they can ask in this section whether their fear is reasonable. Other possible questions: What will marriage bring to me, my partner (including fears of what it may bring), as well as change of profession, moving, finding a new partner etc.

Other possible questions: What will the result/outcome be of my wedding, divorce, breakup, journey, holiday, visit, rejected visit, rejected job offer, change at work or relationship etc.
1. Invitation that better be rejected, 2. Invitation that will turn out to be pleasant, 3. You will find out you were wrong, 4. It will become clear you were right, 5. Disappointment with unpleasant results, 6. Unpleasant journey and surprise, 7. Pleasant journey and surprise, 8. Promotion at work, business success, improvement, new job, 9. Deception at work, worse situation, termination of employment, 10. Court/proceeding with good outcome, 11. Court/proceeding with bad outcome, 12. Healing, 13. Injury, illness.

What are the important things we (our partner, friend etc.) should do to ensure change, to make sure our happiness does not slip away and we can enjoy life: as always I recommend that three cards be used. Three cards are quite enough for the answer as to whether we are able to enjoy life, whether we are going to be happier as long as we do what the cards recommend.

Other type of questions may relate to how our partner or our friends and family see us. In this type of question, the position of the card is important: the proper position means positive answers, apply, the reversed position means the negative answers apply. Another question may relate to self-perception. In this case, the answer must be adjusted to fit the question. (Prior to the answers listed below, we can spread three cards based on the question: Should I move, get a new job, find a new partner, friends; should I move to a foreign country…or Should I change something?).

1.	Do things that enable self-actuation. If it is not possible, learn to like the things you do.
2. 	Have realistic ideas about life, be able to accept reality. 
3. 	Have realistic ideas about relationships.
4. 	Be able to give you, if you receive it.
5. 	Be able to solve problems.
6. 	Be able to listen and control yourself, do not just talk about yourself.
7. 	Ask for forgiveness from those you have hurt.
8.	Avoid sour expression, smile more. 
9.	Do not put down other people, don’t be condescending.
10.	Keep your word and secrets, do not lie and cheat. 
11.	Give advice only if asked for.
12.	Respect yourself, and therefore, respect others, speak and act positively. Forgive, do  
            not expect, do not attach too much.
13.	Other

What quality should I get rid of for better life (what trait, whether present or not, or determined by destiny, in my case or my partner’s, is the cause of problems in our relationship, or what trait, be it mine or my partner’s, was the cause of our breakup). 
1. Tendency to lie, revengefulness, envy, selfishness, 2. Dependency, 3. Jealousy, 4. Possessive attitude, 5. Distrust and lack of self-confidence, 6. Negative thoughts and attitudes towards everything, 7. Laziness, 8. Dishonesty, 9. Irresponsibility, 10. Lack of adaptability, 11. Vanity, 12. Unfairness, 13. Other.

Anything we want to achieve, it requires the state of action on our part. Said phase can be achieved through dreaming and wanting as intermediate steps. It is fairly easy to predict the phase we are in at that very moment. Take cards number 1 through 4. Shuffle them and draw one. Card number 1 = dreaming; 2 = wanting; 3 = action; 4 = “other” (either we cannot predict or the project, or idea is not conceivable – the latter can be determined based on three cards; if at least two of them are “plus cards”, it means YES).
